PATH UPDATE: September 12, 2010
WV Public Service Commission and PATH
August 10, 2010 PATH applicant sends a letter to the WVPSC advising the Commission of data error discovered by PJM Interconnection for Applicants.
August 20, 2010 PATH applicant asks the WVPSC for a third delay in the procedural schedule.

August 25, 2010 WVPSC orders PATH applicant to file a description of the current state of PATH applications in MD and VA within 14 days.

September 2, 2010 PATH applicant responds to the WVPSC order.
The September 2nd PATH response to the WPSC, was a document basically written on future assumptions and expectations of what they would like to see happen in Maryland and Virginia with their PATH applications.
On September 10th, the WVPSC granted the third delay in the PATH case and denied motions from several intervenors to not grant the PATH motion to delay. Once again, the WVPSC ignores the people whose lives and land will be impacted by the PATH project.

The WVPSC order is written below:

The case 09-0770-E-CN (PATH West Virginia Transmission Company, LLC; PATH Allegheny Transmission Company, LLC; PATH-WV Land Acquisition Company; and PATH-Allegheny Land Acquisition Company) has had the following activity :

Activity Date: 09/10/2010 

Activity Description: Commission Procedural Order that the Revised Proposal filed 8/20/2010 is hereby granted. The running of the statutory period applicable to the Commission's date to render a decision in this matter is tolled and extended until July 28, 2011 at the request of the Applicants; that the procedural schedule, including the January 10, 2011, evidentiary hearing, as adopted by the Commission Order of June 3, 2010, is cancelled; that the procedural schedule shown below, including the hearing beginning March 21, 2011, is adopted for use in this proceeding; that the Applicants file supplemental testimony on issues of electrical need and any other issues requiring supplementation on September 14, 2010; that Staff and intervenors propound discovery on supplemental testimony filed September 14, 2010 on January 5, 2011; that Staff and intervenors prepared direct testimony and rebuttal to the direct testimony of Applicants on January 25, 2011; that deadline for propounding discovery in response to testimony due January 25, 2011 on February 7, 2011; that Applicants rebuttal testimony to the direct testimony for Staff and Intervenors, and for Staff and Intervenor rebuttal testimony to the direct testimony of one another on February 23, 2011; that deadline for propounding discovery in response to the rebuttal testimony due February 23, 2011 on March 7, 2011; that written opening statements be filed on March 16, 2011; that the evidentiary hearing begins on March 21, 2011; that the evidentiary hearing ends on April 5, 2011; that Initial briefs and proposed orders are due on May 3, 2011; that reply briefs are due May 19, 2011; and that the deadline for Commission decision is July 28, 2011; that the motions to dismiss or suspend this proceeding as filed by Intervenors Barbour County Intervenors Group, Myra Bonhage-Hale, David W. Cassell, Janice T. Cooper, AlisonHavery, Bill Howley, Keith Lahti, Tina Rappaport, Melody Urbanic, and Williams-Costello Intervenor Group, are denied. For details see Internet Hearing Information.
More PATH Background information:

AEP and Allegheny Energy were forced to withdraw their application for a certificate of need in VA in December of 2009, because PJM Interconnection, the regional transmission operator, determined that PATH was not needed by 2014 as the power companies originally claimed.  AEP and Allegheny claim they will reapply for a certificate of need in VA in late September of 2010.  Currently, there is not a PATH application in VA.

AEP and Allegheny Energy have reapplied in MD with Potomac Edison, and the MD PSC has accepted their new application for a certificate of need. No procedural schedule has been set in MD.

AEP and Allegheny Energy have requested three delays in the WV certificate of need case and the WCPSC ruled on September 9, 2010 and granted their request.
